PROGRESS UPDATE

The University of Arizona campus has a network of 

different utilities, including chilled water lines 

that cool the air for Air Conditioning. This month 

we performed a “hot tap” on the main chilled 

water lines that run through the site for the 

connection that will feed AWCIM once complete.

A hot tap requires coring into and connecting to 

an existing utility line while it is still in operation.
